The SACS Process 
We have had 2 more professional development sessions that will help us with our SACS Proc-

ess.  The first was on Student grouping and increased engagement.  It was a good session that 

used the data from our first Discovery Walk to show that we need to change from whole class 

instruction to small group instruction.  The second was a lesson on Reading Comprehension 

Strategies and how to apply it them the classroom.  The focus was using student engagement 

techniques in reading.  It was an opportunity to revisit our own practices and determinewhat 

can be done to improve. 
 

Discovery Walks #2 
We met for the first walk on October 25 and were able to get to 9 classrooms.  It confirmed that 

we see great things at St. Cletus.  The visit that we had on December 5 confirmed the strides 

that the teachers have made with using Higher Order Thinking Skills (HOTS) and increased 

student engagement.  We are very fortunate to have a climate of professionalism that is wel-

come to the changes that will allow us to do great things.  Our next formal visit will be in Feb-

ruary, but until then, we will have some monitoring walks that will focus on Bloom’s question-

ing levels, student grouping—want to see smaller groupings, and authentic student engage-

ment.  Some of the items from last time are the same and will continue to be part of our focus 

each time.  The management walks will be used to assess continued gains in these strategies.  It 

is amazing to see great things in the classroom visits.  Exciting things are happening at St. 

Cletus!!  We are looking forward to a wonderful second half of the school year!!
